2) Next to each article, please list the Impact Factor (IF) of the journal that it was published in (the list of journals and the impact factor is included - please be careful to differentiate between similar journals such as Spine and The Spine Journal). 

3) Add up all the IF (Impact Factor) points from Section I and multiply by 5.

4)  Add up all the IF from Section II and multiply by 3.

5)  Add up all the IF from Section III, #3 and #4.  This is your total IF points.

6) Give the year you graduated from medical school and divide the total IF points (#5) by your PGY #. 
PGY year is number of years since graduation from medical school, not counting years served in the army in countries with mandatory army duty. Calculate the PGY year based on January, 2013.
