Dear SRS Members:
As you may already know, our Society is unique with its member Morbidity & Mortality (M&M) online case collection. There have been rumors that SRS has done away with the M&M reporting. That is not true. Data collection was suspended in 2008 while the M&M Committee worked very hard to successfully create a simpler and quicker way to submit the data, but the requirement still stands.
Active Fellows

· As of 2009, all Active Fellows who do surgery are required to submit annual reports or contribute $300 to the M&M research collection fund for continued M&M related research.  The assessment will begin in 2011 for non-submission of 2010.  This fee will be added to your annual dues invoice.  Those from a sliding fee country rate will be assessed based on that scale.

· KEEP YOUR MONEY! Your data has greater value than your money. Accurate data from all members will provide a tremendous database that will prove to be invaluable to our membership both in their practice and for future research, and for healthcare standards in the future. It makes our society unique.    

Candidate Fellows

· All Candidate Fellows (Surgeons) are required to submit online annual reports.  Non-compliance with this requirement may hinder your chance to apply for Active Fellowship.  

· Candidate Fellows do not have the option to opt out by paying the assessment.
· Candidate Fellows will receive an M&M reminder letter in October, a deficiency letter in February and will be dropped in March if reports have not been submitted.

**Deadline: Mark your calendars as the M&M site closes April 1 of each year.  Once the site is closed there is no retroactive submission. 

SRS will e-mail quarterly reminders and end of the year reports of your M&M status.  It’s your responsibility to give this information to your assistants, if they do the reporting.
