Activity Description:  Percutaneous Spine surgery decreases postoperative pain, decreases length of stay, accelerates postoperative recovery and decreases surgical time, blood loss and infectious complications and mainly reduces muscles damage. The spine posterior complex ligament and the other posterior structures have a principal paper as stabilizer, increasing the anterior flexion stiffness of the adjacent mobile segment. Minimal invasive surgery with percutaneous pedicle screws could better preserve the posterior elements decreasing the risk of progressive PJK or PJF and additionally could decrease the incidence of complications in the elderly population with high percentage of  co-morbidities associated. On the other hand, often the spine surgery in elderly patients give place to a consecutively revision surgery due to high rate of complications. MISS could improve the surgical management of primary or revision surgery due to PJF,  decreasing the negative psychologically and HRQL impact derived from revision surgery in elderly patients.





What do you hope to accomplish by offering this activity? What problems in patient care or other work related to the practice of medicine do you hope to address? Improve the impact of surgery in elderly patients and look for different alternatives to reduce the risk of PJK/PJF through a better understanding of the risk factors of PJK and  the advantages of minimal invasive surgery in increasing elderly population with spine pathologies.
